PreK-First Grade Fall Party Agenda 
Talk to your teacher about the amount of time you have for the party.  Choose your stations accordingly.  Allow time for distributing and eating food.
Station ONE 

Thumbprint poems 
Activity One—Fingerprint pumpkins and spiders

1) Poem (spider and/or harvest poem about pumpkin).  Cut and glue poem to half sheet of white  construction paper.  

2) Use stamp pad (orange for pumpkin poem and black for spider poem) and thumb to make thumbprints…See examples.

3) Use black pen or markers to decorate pumpkins and spider prints.

4) PLEASE USE ONE WET WIPE TO CLEAN FINGERS WHEN CHANGING COLORS AND AFTER PRINTS ARE DONE!!

Station TWO

White lunch sacks (found a bakeries or in the gift bag sections of craft stores)

Have stamps and stamp pads, markers, and/or stickers for kids to decorate the bag. (For younger kids you can have their name already printed on each back)

Station THREE
Spiders on the floor. 

1) Read through the “Spider on the floor” poem together.  Play the song (track 11) and sing together. Raffi’s Singable Songs for the Very Young CD you can get from a local library (He also has a book There’s a Spider on the Floor)
2)   Have students walk like spiders (crab walk) around the area.

3) Do a couple of spider relays –walking like spiders all at once to a desk, two at a time, etc. 

Station FOUR
Blindfolded Pumpkin 
Give each child in the group a piece of paper and a pencil.  Use a table and/or clipboards.
Each child is blindfolded or asked to close their eyes and to look up (basically not to look down at their paper,  so they can’t cheat-some still will try). 
The leader tells the children to draw the eyes of a jack-o-lantern, the round pumpkin part, the nose mouth and then stem. This is not easy with the eyes closed and the results can be very funny.
If time you can give each child another piece of paper to make a pumpkin this time with their eyes open.  

Could mount the two pictures on another piece of paper together and send home (optional)

Read a Fall book while eating (optional)

-Check with the teacher ahead they usually have plenty of holiday type books.  Or check the library.
