Kindergarten or First Grade Sample Party
HOLIDAY PARTY (Party time 2pm -3pm)
Party Set-up 1:45-2:00

Divide students into three groups to rotate to stations (keep station times to less than fifteen minutes—10-12min optimal)

2:00-2:10ish Stations

2:10ish Rotate

2:20ish Rotate

2:30ish Gather students on rug for story (one mom reads/others set up food and drinks at each place for the kids)

2:40ish  Have kids use baby wipes to clean hands and then eat 

2:55ish begin clean up
Have a Holiday book  to read for a time filler

Can also include a whole group game if you have more time.
Station One—

Candy Relay (and Reindeer pokey if needed for extra game)

Need mittens two sets, bucket and candy (dumped in)

Candy Relay
Divide the kids into teams and have them form lines. Give the first player in each line a pair of mittens. Give everyone a piece of wrapped candy. At a signal, the first player in each team puts on the mittens, unwraps the candy, and pops it into their mouth, the second player does the same, and so on, down the line. The team that finishes first wins.

(Sing to the tune of "The Hokey Pokey")

You put your antlers in. You put your antlers

out. You put you antlers in and you shake them all about.

You do the Reindeer Pokey and you turn yourself around.

That's what it's all about!

Station Two—

Holiday Smells—

Need pencils, jars (baby food work best) or small gift bags, and list
Use spices (like nutmeg, cinnamon, ginger) or other interesting smells like ginger bread cookie, flowers, dried leaves, pine needles, etc.  Use your imagination. You can put items in holiday gift wrap or material in the jar to camouflage the item.

Have each child guess to identify correct holiday scent in each jar/bag.  
Provide a list for them of all the smells.  Let them try to guess which one is which.
Station Three

Pinecone ornaments

Need disposable plastic tablecloth (lay table cloth on table before starting)

Small plastic bowls, paint brushes, glue, some water, glitter and sequins, shoe box, Ziploc bags, sharpie maker
1.  Use the white pinecones.

2. In several small bowls, make a glue and water solution…two parts glue/ one part water…just thin enough to paint on tree each “branch”.

3. In box place pinecone (painted with glue solutions) and sprinkle with glitter

4. If they would like, have students add sequins to further decorate…

5. Use Tacky glue to attach star to the top of the ornament if they would like.

6. Place finished product in a Ziploc baggie with child’s name and place in mailbox to go home.
