Halloween Party Agenda for Fourth, Fifth and Sixth grades
Check with the teacher for time allotments and plan the party activities accordingly.  Allow time for food distribution, eating, and cleaning up.

Decide on the number of stations and how you will divide the class into groups.

Decide with teacher if party includes costumes.  (Can cause a lot of wasted time)

Party Plan for Halloween Party

Approximately 1-1.5 hours

Agenda:

Allow approximately 10 min for each station.  

Stations:

One:  Trick or Treat Game

Two:  Pumpkin Relay 

Three: Eye Ball Relay 
Four: Computer Access-Halloween Jeopardy
Optional Whole Group Activity:  Could do Trick or Treat Game as a whole group in place of a station.  Or read a Scary Story to class.  (Use this time to have other helpers get food portion of the party ready.) (Allow about 10 min)

All activities and directions are listed below.  This can be used as a party agenda or a guide to help you structure your party accordingly. 

Station ONE
TRICK FOR A TREAT GAME

Need list of Tricks (printed, cut up and in a bag) and a bag of candy individually wrapped candy.
Gather the small group together in a corner of the room. On the slips of paper, write a "trick" the child has to do to get a piece of candy.

Station TWO

Eyeball Relay 

Decide on how you plan to divide the teams (if done as whole group or stations)

Decide where to put the relay allow for space in the room or hallway.  Set up course with tape or chair.

Supplies:

Colored Sharpie Markers
1 ping pong ball for each team (Ping Pong Balls- use colored Sharpies to make like an eyeball)
1 spoon for each team (plastic or tableware)

Divide kids into teams. Give the first child on each team a spoon and a ping pong ball. 

Have the kids put the ping pong ball on their spoon. Explain the set up the course to where they have to carry the "EYE" on the spoon to the end of the course and come back. Hand off to the next child and continue until all children have played on the team. First team done wins! 

Station THREE
Pumpkin Relay
Materials:  two small pumpkins (or gourds)

Divide into two teams or stand in a circle.

Pass the pumpkins in various modes—

1.  Over /under (One person--over the head going back, next person passes between their legs/ Next is over the head)**Best if demonstrated and point out that the other person needs to be paying attention so to keep the pumpkin moving and not to get bonked!

2. Hot potato—pass it three times around or back and forth up the line and down without dropping it.
3. Elbow passing- Pass it to the next person using elbows (go through the line or around the circle three times)
4. Feet passing—passing pumpkins by only using feet (No kicking or passing by kicking the pumpkins)
