Valentine Party Sample Agenda for Fourth and Fifth grades
Stations:  Set to about three to four stations each about 10-15 long (depending on your time limits)
Divide the class by picking numbers or by having small hearts cut out. 1/3 of the hearts written with “hearts”, 1/3 with “cupids”, and 1/3 “chocolates”. Give each group a designated spot (most likely where the activity will take place.
Allow time for Food, Valentines handing out and reading, and clean up.  (Valentines could be one station)
Mirror Relay

Supplies: 
For each team:
Candy
Bowl
Small cup
Mirror (if you don’t have one check a dollar store for a cheap one)
How to Play: Divide into teams. First child on each team holds cup on head. The child looks into the mirror held by another team member (or it can be mounted on the wall) and tries to fill their cup with candy. When the cup is filled, they dump the candy back in the bowl and pass the cup to the next person. First team that finishes filling their cups wins! 
Valentine Pictionary

Supplies: 
Chalkboard or Dry Erase Board (Big or small)
Chalk/Dry Erase markers
Eraser
Valentine Bag (to hold the slips of papers)
Papers with valentine objects written on them
Timer (you can set it for 1-2 min—and judge if they might need more time)
How to Play: Put papers with valentine objects written on them into bag. Divide children into two groups. Flip a coin to see which team goes first. Invite a child from the playing team to approach the chalkboard, draw a slip of paper, and read it to themselves. On your mark, the child should then draw the object in hopes that his/her team members will guess the object on their paper. If the team guesses correctly, before time runs out, they score a point. If the playing team does not guess correctly the other team has five seconds to try to come up with the correct answer. If they guess correctly they score a point and it is their turn to play. 

This game can be simplified for young players utilizing words such as: candy, heart, card, hug, kiss,  or arrow, etc. Make more difficult for older players by using short phrases: my heart belongs to you, be mine, etc.
